Course aims and expected learning outcomes (ELOs)
This is a “modular” training course aimed at “senior” trainees in General Surgery, Urology and Gynaecology.  The course offers extensive hands-on training in advanced laparoscopic skills, in both “dry” & “wet” lab settings, under the supervision of highly experienced faculty.
Aims 

· Understand the principles laparoscopic suturing and knot tying
· Perform and revise a range of laparoscopic suturing & knotting techniques
· Understand and use advanced energy devices
· Understand the principles of laparoscopic stapling

· Critique technique and provide constructive feedback

· Emphasize safe practice in advanced laparoscopic surgery
· Strategies to avoid common operative pitfalls
· Perform laparoscopic stapled and sutured GI anastomoses

ELOs
By the end of the course the participant will be:
· Confident in the application of the principles of laparoscopic suturing and knot tying
· Able to understand the various types of laparoscopic stapling and energy devices available, their indications and safe use 
· Able to demonstrate various laparoscopic suturing and stapling techniques and their optimal use, e.g. in performing laparoscopic GI anastomosis on the various cadaveric animal models provided.
